
DRIVER/PEDESTRIAN RULES 
WHEN INSIDE SCHOOL GROUNDS 

 

 
 

PUPIL SAFETY 
I would ask all parents to cross the road at the proper 
crossings (all are clearly marked) – I have noticed some 
people bringing children across the road and the planted 
beds. This is dangerous, sets a poor example and creates 
bad habits for children. 

�

As the safety of our pupils is paramount I would ask 
all users to observe the following directions when 
using the road and footpaths within school. 

Pedestrians 

·  Should always walk on the footpaths and 
cross the road at the specified crossing areas. 

·  Young children should be supervised at all 
times when in the school grounds. 

·  I would ask parents to emphasise to their 
children the need to be ‘road wise’ within the 
school grounds. This is something we will be 
doing in school. 

 

Vehicular Traffic  

·  A 5mph speed limit is in operation inside the 
school grounds. This should be strictly 
observed at all times. 

·  Be aware that children will be using the 
footpaths and crossings. 

·  Parking is strictly limited to the waiting areas 
as marked on the diagram above. 

·  No access is permitted to the main staff 
carpark, Service Road and Nursery carpark 
except those with passes. 

·  Vehicles are not to be parked on the 
footpaths – this presents extreme danger to 
pedestrians and anyone doing so will be 
asked to move immediately. 

·  Observe the one way system. 
·  Road access should not be blocked at any 

time. 
 

***Please pass this information on to anyone who 
may be using this road system i.e. grandparents, 
childminders etc. 

The Governors of the school will issue warning 
letters to persistent offenders. Ultimately vehicular 
access into the school grounds may be refused to 
those people who fail to comply with the rules as set 
out above.
